
OPERATION REBUILD

Operation Rebuild is a product currently being offered through the Maryland Department of Housing and 
Community Development (DHCD) to assist current owner-occupied single family homeowners.  The purpose 
of this program, as with the Maryland Special Targeted Applicant Rehabilitation Program, is to preserve and 
improve single-family properties. Special Targeted Applicant Rehabilitation is a program designed to bring 
properties up to applicable building codes and standards or a minimum housing quality standard.  Operation 
Rebuild will assist current single family owner-occupied homeowners with the rebuilding of their homes when 
they are beyond repair. 

Eligible Types of Housing

The Operation Rebuild program 
funds may be used to assist in 
the rehabilitation/rebuild of owner 
occupied single-family homes. 

This program is generally not available in 
the following jurisdictions: Baltimore City, 
Baltimore County, Harford County, Howard 
County, Prince Georges County and 
Montgomery County.

Eligible Applicants

Household income of owner 
occupants of single-family homes  
cannot exceed 80 percent of the 
STAR/Adjusted HOME Income 
Limits published annually by the 
U.S. Department of Housing and 
Urban Development.

Local Government 
Involvement

Generally, all loan requests 
are processed directly by local 
governments for properties 
within their jurisdiction.

Loan Terms

Loans have interest rates based on the income of tenants served and projected income available to repay the 
loan. Generally, the maximum loan is 125 percent of the value of the property. Loans are secured by a mortgage. 
The maximum loan term is 30 years. Loans which serve families with incomes at or below 50 percent of the 
statewide or Washington, D.C. Metropolitan Statistical Area median income may have 
deferred payments if necessary for project feasibility.
